As was noted last year, it is also difficult to estimate speaker expenses in the budget request, since a speaker has not been invited by the budget deadline. However, at this point we have a fund balance of approximately $5000. With one exception (an unanticipated expense in 2005) our expenditures have always been less than revenue.
