Developing and implementing innovative undergraduate mathematics curricula: Improving collaboration between mathematicians and mathematics educators
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One focus of current research efforts using design experiments is the creation of shareable knowledge for practitioners.  Mathematics reform at a tertiary level therefore demands significant communication between researchers and undergraduate mathematics educators.  This session will be led by a mathematician and a mathematics education researcher reflecting on the mathematician’s efforts to adopt an innovative approach to teaching differential equations as the researcher videotaped the classes and carried out regular conversations and interviews with the mathematician throughout a semester.  We raise questions concerning the essential nature of conversations between practitioners and researchers and the driving forces behind them.
