How does mathematics contribute to a liberal education?
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In this pilot study we assess what skills math majors see themselves transferring to other classes or to their everyday lives.  We conducted interviews with a small sampling of majors, conducted a focus group on the question of transfer, and had students respond to an open-ended questionnaire.  In addition, we interviewed four faculty members, two from the school of education and two from liberal arts departments about what traits they see the mathematics majors transferring.  Preliminary coding of our results show that students transfer writing skills and habits of mind.  In addition students seldom reported transferring computational or modeling skills.
