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This study examines the knowledge of student thinking gained by Calculus TAs in their early teaching experiences.  We report on interviews with eight TAs from two institutions all of whom had taught both traditional and Emerging Scholars discussion sections. The data suggest that the different ways in which they interacted with students produced 
qualitatively different knowledge about student thinking.  This suggests a duality between the types of student-teacher interactions and the types of knowledge TAs gain.  This work has important implications for the professional development of TAs as well as for future research into teacher knowledge at the college level.
