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Though women in the United States are earning nearly 50% of the baccalaureate degrees in mathematics, women make up a much smaller percentage of those pursuing advanced degrees in mathematics and those having mathematics related careers. During this talk, I will discuss some preliminary findings that suggest that female mathematics students’ beliefs about mathematicians, and what it entails to be a mathematician, may be preventing them from identifying as one and choosing to pursue mathematical careers.
