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I interviewed five pre-service teachers eight times while they were completing a real analysis course. In this presentation, I will discuss these students' experiences, learning strategies, and attitudes toward real analysis and proof during their time in the
course. The first half will illustrate how these students frequently used shallow learning strategies throughout the course and this lead them to develop an aversion to advanced mathematics and proof. The second half will present a case study of one student who initially struggled, adjusted her learning strategies, and then found writing
proofs in real analysis to be a meaningful, enjoyable activity.
