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This study explores college students’ misconceptions about limits of sequences. It also investigates how students’ misconceptions influence on determining the convergence and the limit of a sequence. Among students who voluntarily took a pretest, four students were selected and they individually completed semi-structured interviews once a week for 5 weeks. During the interviews, they were suggested to use a tool which is a crucial ingredient to explore the students' understanding of the definition of limit. The results show misconceptions about limits and factors making influence on the misconceptions, and indicate what to be preferentially considered to develop effective instruction.
