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In addition to a specific undergraduate course in Combinatorics, topics in introductory combinatorics are explored by undergraduates in a variety of other courses, such as probability and statistics courses. However, research in mathematics education in this growing field of mathematics is slim. Students' understanding of combinatorics and the ways this understanding is acquired is the focus of my research. Learner generated examples have been studied for many reasons, I am using these examples to get a better insight into students' understanding of combinatorics. I have gathered data from students' projects and interviews and I would like to use discourse analysis to examine and analyze these data.
