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We will present preliminary results from an exploratory case study of a “transition” course at a large US university, which was taught using the “modified” Moore Method.  We will discuss the role of the instructor during the first few weeks of the semester and how his actions facilitated the development of a classroom community in which discussion and argumentation formed a basis for learning to construct proofs.  Preliminary findings demonstrate that the instructor’s actions facilitated the development of a classroom culture that may have enabled the students to develop a conception 
of proof that is quite mature for undergraduates.
