· The MAXIMUM page length depends on the type of report submitted. The page length does not includes: references, tables, diagrams, figures, and appendices. The tables, diagrams, figures, and appendices should not increase the total page limit by more than 2-pages.
· All tables, figures, and graphics should be placed in the text of the document. Use style “Figure table” for captions of Figures, Graphics, and Tables.
· Papers that are over the page limit will be returned to the author.

· Do not use endnotes, headers, footers, or page numbers.

· You may use footnotes.

· It is also preferred that you avoid inserting manual page breaks or line breaks.

· Text should be in Times 12-point font. The title, abstract, headings, body text, footnotes, figure captions, and references should all be in 12-point Times font. 

· Paragraphs should be indented 1/4 inch.  Please use the word processing program settings to set margins and paragraph indentations; do not use spaces or tabs to align text or make indentations. 

· All text should be single spaced with no extra lines between paragraphs.  

· Citations and references must follow the guidelines of APA. 

· If other levels of heading are needed, please follow the APA guidelines.
